The Temple of Restoration is a ministry committed 
to spreading the gospel of Jesus Christ to nations 

across the world. What sets this ministry apart from 
others with the same mission, is it’s commitment to 
seeing the lives of those who enter a TTOR branch or 
crusade experience the life-changing power of God.

Since its opening in the year 2000 until now, The 
Temple of Restoration has bore witness to thousands 
of people who’ve testified that attending TTOR 
services, counseling sessions and prayer meetings has 
changed their lives. On a weekly basis, servants of God 
at TTOR receive accounts of financial breakthroughs 
experienced by those who attend financial services and 
healing miracles from those who attend healing prayer 
services. For those who attend family and deliverance 
services, many have attested that they’ve seen palpable 
positive changes in their personal lives and households.

Amongst the most common accounts of how lives have 
changed at TTOR are testimonies from those who have:

   been healed from terminal diseases
   received their green card or permanent residency in
   the United States
   received freedom from the burden of unemployment
   begun to experience peace in their homes (including
   restoration in their marriages)
   deliverance from sleepless nights and depression
   and much more

However, with all these good things happening within 
the four walls of its churches, servants of God at 
TTOR have never rested in being content with it’s 
level of effectiveness. As a ministry that started with 
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one location in the heart of Brooklyn, NY, The 
Temple of Restoration began expanding by 
opening additional church locations for people 
to experience the power of God. Today, you can 
find TTOR branches in various parts of New York, 
New Jersey, New England and our international 
branches are located in Brazil, South Africa, Cape 
Verde and Trinidad.

In the year 2016 alone, The Temple of Restoration 
has inaugurated churches in Africa, Brazil and 
Trinidad while also doing mission work in Haiti 
and Jamaica. All of the events held in these 
countries have been great opportunities for 
TTOR to be a beacon of hope to those in need. 
In addition to services and crusades being held, 
TTOR has been able to give resources, both 
spiritually and physically, to those who are bound 
and in need of help in each of these geographic 
locations. Most importantly, the gospel is 
revealed to everyone who attends the services/
crusades and attendees are taught to fight in 
prayer for the things in life they are entitled to 
through the sacrifice of Jesus Christ.

When you enter the doors of a TTOR location 
men and women of God will use the bible to 
teach you that God’s intentions towards you are 
that you would prosper and be in good health 
even as your soul prospers. You learn not to 
be passive in accepting the bad cards life has 
dealt you. You get to understand that God loves 

you and wants the best for you and has given 
you a roadmap (the Bible) to help you navigate 
through life in a way that will empower you to 
bear good fruit.

In addition, the pastors and servants at TTOR 
take time to pray for every area of your life 
that is lacking. Every TTOR service is packed 
with prayers we believe provoke changes in the 
lives of those who attend. However, counseling 
sessions are also available for attendees where 
they can schedule meetings to sit down with a 
man or woman of God, explain their personal 
circumstances to them, and then receive 
counseling and prayer that meets their individual 
needs. A prayer line is offered via telephone 
where callers can call in and receive prayer for 
anything they request and the ministry’s website 
enables everyone the opportunity to submit their 
confidential prayer requests electronically.

No matter where the future finds The Temple 
of Restoration, the ministry will always stay true 
to its mission: heal the sick, deliver the bound 
and spread the Good News of Jesus Christ. 
We believe it is the will of God for His people 
to experience His goodness. For this reason, 
TTOR has committed itself to reaching as many 
people as possible across the globe so they can 
experience the power of God which has the 
ability to change lives.

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VOR: How would you describe the impact that 
TTOR has had on the people of Brazil?

I will even make 
a way in the wilderness and rivers in the desert.” 
God is doing a new thing in Brazil. He is mending 
broken hearts, healing wounded spirits, and 
renewing minds through His Word.

VOR: What was your most memorable moment 
during the mission trip in Brazil?
Mrs. Liz: My most memorable moment is always 
the same wherever I go: the sight of people 
surrendering their lives to the LORD. There is 
nothing more memorable and impactful than 
seeing people accept Jesus Christ as their LORD 
and Savior and begin a new life.

VOR: How many branches of The Temple of 
Restoration are there currently in Brazil?
Mrs. Liz: We currently have six branches in Brazil.

VOR: What goal has The Temple of Restoration 
set for building church locations in Brazil?
Mrs. Liz: Our goal has been and will always be 
about saving souls. It’s wonderful to visit countries 
and share the power of Christ to the nations, 
but what then? When we leave, what happens? 
We understand the dire need of constant care 
for the souls to whom we minister to, thus we 

Earlier this year, The Temple of Restoration 
initiated steps to take the gospel to Brazil.

What began as crusades expanded into the 
opening of six TTOR branches throughout Brazil. 
Over the summer, a team of Bishops and Pastors 
from TTOR embarked on a journey to effectively 
expand the work being done there in South 

America. This resulted in a series of services and 
crusades that drew thousands of people seeking 
the manifestation of God’s power in their lives. 
We recently spoke with Bishop Angelo’s wife, 
Mrs. Elizabeth Barbosa to hear her account of the 
events that took place during that mission trip.

VOR: How would 
you describe the 
people that walk 
into the doors of TTOR Brazil on a 
daily basis?
Mrs. Liz: The Brazilian people are loving and 
humble people, many of whom have experienced 
the hardships of life. Like anyone else, they are in 
search of something greater than what they have 
experienced their whole lives. I had the pleasure 
of sitting with quite a few women and hearing 
their stories. Women, who came through the 
doors of TTOR down, abused, depressed, suicidal, 
with broken homes, full of faith and hope that 
their situation was about to change for the better. 
Many during our time there did see the change 
they so desired. To God be the glory!

VOR: So, how are the needs of the people in 
Brazil different from the needs of the people in 
America?
Mrs. Liz: The needs of people in general are the 
same. Though people may seem very different, 
people really are the same. I have traveled to 

different 
places in the world 

and one thing that does not change 
is people’s needs. There is a need 
for love, acceptance, self-esteem, 

respect, etc. People just want to be happy. Isn’t 
that what’s right? No matter where I go and who 
I sit down with, whatever their age, social status, 
income, culture, or background, everyone wants 
to be happy in life. And we as believers have the 
answer to their dilemma: Jesus Christ!

VOR: What is your heart’s prayer and desire for 
the people of Brazil?
Mrs. Liz: My heart’s prayer and my soul’s desire 
is that everyone who enters through the doors of 
TTOR, not only in Brazil but wherever there is one, 
that person finds Christ and develops a personal 
relationship with the LORD. I want to see TTOR’s 
people converted to Christ wholeheartedly and 
not simply convinced mentally of what He can do. 
God wants to do more than simply bless you; He 
wants to make you a blessing!



Earlier this year, the people of Jamaica, West Indies experienced a move 
of God in a mighty way. For the second time, The Temple of Restoration 

visited the country to minister and pray for the people in a two-day Healing 
and Deliverance Crusade. The event, which took place in the auditorium 
of Merle Grove High School, was packed to capacity as people of all ages 
from all fourteen parishes came out in droves to experience God’s Mighty 
Power that would indeed change their lives. Led by Bishop Angelo Barbosa, 
thousands were touched by the presence of God.

Throughout the two days, it was evident that those who attended were in 
desperate need of a touch from God. They entered through the doors with 
an expectation that God would change their lives, heal their bodies and 
set them free. He did not disappoint those who believed. On the second 
night, each attendee received prayer, a bottle of anointing oil and a package 
containing food items. Everyone was truly blessed by that 2-day event and 
received more than they ever expected.

On August 20th and 21st, 2016, The Temple of 
Restoration visited Haiti for the first time in a 

two-day deliverance crusade that has now become 
the beginning of the Uprising For Haiti. Led by our 
Senior Pastor Bishop Angelo Barbosa, the theme of the 

crusade was “Leve Kampe Haiti” which means “Stand 
Up Haiti”. The idea of this crusade began as a wish 
made during the Jamaica crusade. It became a reality 
with the blessing of Bishop Angelo and was seamlessly 
executed by one of TTOR’s devoted members.

With the help of some members, pastors, bishops 
and servants of TTOR, the Haiti Crusade was a great 
success and there is already a demand for TTOR’s 
team to return. The venue was the Palais Municipal in 
Petionville Port au Prince. It was packed with hundreds 
of Haitians each day awaiting the word of God from 
Bishop Angelo, a man whom they never heard of and 
speaks a different language; it was a phenomenon by 
itself. 

Bishop Angelo arrived in Haiti the day before the 
crusade and that night, along with one of TTOR’s pastor 
and two bishops, he visited the Shalom Church, which 
has one of Haiti’s biggest congregations. At the stroke 
of midnight, he was given the microphone for what 
the Haitian people thought was going to be a short 
introduction of TTOR’s crusade; but instead, they were

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blessed with the word of God for well over an hour, 
leaving them feeling the Spirit of God and asking who is 
Bishop Angelo Barbosa?
During the two-day crusade, it was clear that the people 
of Haiti were touched by God’s presence. Each night 
was filled with Haitian guest pastors preaching the word 
of God and singers to get the people up and moving 
in preparation to receive the bishop’s uplifting words.

The people not only listened attentively to his words but 
also allowed themselves to accept and receive it even 
though it was through an interpreter. The Crusade was 
televised throughout Haiti to allow everyone who was 
unable to attend the event to receive the message and 
experience the same blessing as those who attended.
It was also broadcast on the radio for all to hear. 

Today, the people of Haiti are still talking about 
the bishop they saw on TV or heard on the radio. 
Communities are buzzing with how moving the 
experience was and how the Bishop gave them hope 
that they will come out of their trials stronger and the 

faith that God will be with them through it all if they 
believe and stay in faith. This is what the crusade did for 
the people of Haiti: allow them to feel the touch of God, 
give them hope and strength to lift themselves out of 
their trials and tribulations and rise up. Ezekiel 37 was 
the message that was brought to the people of Haiti and 
received by the people of Haiti. As the bishop chanted,  
“Leve Kampe Haiti” everyone joined in, you could hear 

and actually see the people of Haiti rising up and telling 
themselves,  “Enough is enough! I surrender to God and 
through faith will allow Him to lead the way and yes, I 
will rise up!” 

The Temple of Restoration and the Haitian community 
have joined together to embark on a sacred mission, 
one of faith and deliverance. The Haiti crusade has 
initiated something great and blessed, and the seeds 
sowed by TTOR crusaders will be remembered forever.
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Thank God for all His 
blessings and the 

great miracle He has done for 
my niece.  She is 4 years old, lives in Grenada, and had 
been suffering with one of her kidneys, which was not 
functioning at all. My brother called me to say that she 
was having surgery to remove the kidney, but I was 
trusting in God and standing on His Word for complete 
healing for her. She went into the hospital that Tuesday 
morning and was lying on the hospital bed ready for 
the doctors to begin.

That same morning, I went to the Healing Service, 
anointed her picture and began to claim healing over 
her life. I asked God to do a miracle, so His name could 
be glorified. While I was in praise and worship, I began 
to cry and the Holy Spirit said, “Don’t cry; it is done.”

I just began to thank God. Then the Bishop said there 
is a family member that is having a procedure done, 
but don’t worry because God has already healed them 
right there.

What started out as a 
happy relationship 

with hopes of building a family 
turned out to be physically, mentally, emotionally 
and verbally abusive. We moved from Rhode Island to 
Florida when my son was four months old where our 
relationship came to an end because I could no longer 
put up with the abuse. I decided it was best for my 
children and me to move back to RI where we would 
receive support from my family. This caused my son’s 
father to file a motion for child custody.

This custody battle was very demanding emotionally 
and financially.

He poured 
out his heart and within 10 minutes, every guy was 
opening up about their challenges at work, marriage, 
family, etc. As a result, everyone received valuable 
feedback from each other but that didn’t happen until 
that one man shared his true feelings. You must be 
willing to be open and “As iron sharpens iron, so one 
person sharpens another” (Proverbs 27:17 NIV). Iron 
sharpens iron when you’re willing to be honest. 
3. GOD MAY SEND TO YOU AN ANGEL IN DISGUISE
Sometimes the answer to your prayers might come 
from the taxi driver, delivery man, the brother sitting 
next to you in church, your mother-in-law, etc. God 
might speak to you through other people, be open 
to it. Start first with your leaders at church because of 
their connection to God.
4. SEEK OTHERS BY THEIR FRUIT (Examine their 
character)

5. YOU NEED TO BE PUSHED

ups. Don’t quit. Don’t give up”. We all need the 
same type of encouragement with our work, family, 
relationship with God, etc. Being around the right 
people can give you the push you need.
