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We often think that obeying 
the LORD is simply 
getting up and going or 
doing, but at times, what 

He commands you to do is to stay put 
where you are. At times, this is more of 
a sacrifice than getting up and doing 
what we want to do. I’ve said before 
that human beings just feel as if they 
have to be doing and doing in order to 
feel accomplished but sometimes that’s 
the furthest thing from the truth.

Often because of our rushing here and 
rushing there, we don’t take the time to 
just stay put and hear the voice of God. 
And when we’re in this predicament, 
we easily follow voices that are not of 
God. But when we stop to listen to the 
voice of God and have quality time in 
His presence, seeking His face, we’re 
able to have a clearer view of what is 
real and true and what is not.

When the LORD appeared to Isaac, 
he was in a difficult situation. There 
was famine in the land and the easiest 
and most logical thing to do was run 

to Egypt where life seemed easier and 
his needs would be met, BUT GOD told 
him to stay put where he was. You see 
my friend, sometimes what seems to be 
a wilderness or barren land is actually 
a blessed land and a lesson learned 
land. One thing I thank God for is the 
wilderness and dry parched lands of 
my life that I’ve wandered through 
because it was there, in tears, in pain, 
in heaviness of soul that I found my 
reason, answered my calling and saw 
my God!

Isaac wanted to go to Egypt. Things 
were hard, very hard, but God said no! 
“Then the LORD appeared to him and 
said: ‘Do not go down to Egypt; live 
in the land of which I shall tell you. 
Dwell in this land, and I will be with 
you and bless you; for to you and your 
descendants I give all these lands, and I 
will perform the oath which I swore to 
Abraham your father,’ ”(Genesis 26:2-3).

How was this even possible in the 
natural: to be blessed in a parched and 
famine infested land? Isaac wanted to 



go. He wanted to head to Egypt where 
everything seemed promising and he 
would forget his pain (so he thought), 
but God said NO. At times, it’s more 
difficult to obey God concerning 
staying somewhere than it is to get up 
and go. Nevertheless, Isaac obeyed and 
remained in the land. For it was in that 
land, the land of hardship, that God 
had prepared his breakthrough. That 
was the promised land!

How many are walking away from 
their promised land and heading to 
Egypt? They don’t realize it there and 
then, but when they arrive in Egypt 
and have been there for a while, they 
begin to taste the bitterness and the 
heaviness of the land. Then they realize 
how blessed they were in the promised 
land but due to seasonal hardship of 
the land, they refused to remain where 
God commanded them; they’re now 
eating the bread of sorrow. Abraham 
tasted this bread when he took himself 
and all his family to Egypt during the 
famine, thinking that he would receive 

some shelter for a little while then 
move on. But it was there in Egypt 
that he almost lost his wife to Pharaoh 
until God Himself had to come in and 
intervene on his behalf and plague 
Pharaoh with a sickness.
When the LORD says move, we move 
but when the LORD says stay, we stay. 
Maybe you’ve been going through a 
tough time in your marriage and you’re 
tempted to just throw in the towel and 
move on, but God is telling you to stay 
and fight this fight; restoration is on 
its way! Maybe you’re worn out with 
a situation at work and ready to get 
up and leave, but God is telling you to 
stick it out; promotion is on its way! 
Maybe your body is frail and you’re 
feeling very weak and just want to die, 
but God is telling you to keep fighting, 
your healing is on its way! Whatever 
the LORD is telling you to do, do it with 
all your might and He will be with you 
in all your ways and all your steps.

Be blessed.
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For a year, I was struggling to hold down a job. I took all the necessary tests and 
assessments to meet the requirements to get into the profession I was trained for 

back home in Jamaica, WI. But all my efforts were proving to be futile. I worked 
on and off through this process for a few months. The money I was making was just 
enough to pay my bills sometimes. I kept praying, trusting and believing that God 
would bring about changes in my life. I started practicing what I was taught at The 
Temple of Restoration and God favored me.

First, I got a temporary teaching job. I was supposed to be there for under a month 
but I was believing God for a permanent position. The day before the month ended, 
the secretary told me that she was sorry but that was my last day. I smiled and told       
her not to worry. I remembered learning at church that we should always shine, be 
the walking bible, whisper a prayer to God, and believe it’s 

not what man says that matters but what God says.

I went to my class and in less than an hour, the 
secretary called me out of class and said that 
she had great news. The principal wanted 
to hire me permanently and asked if I was 
interested? I replied with great joy, “Yes!” 
After she walked away, I gave God the 
glory and honor for I knew it was Him that 
honored my faith. I thank God for TTOR, 

and the bishops, pastors and servants who 
pray for us and encourage us daily. Thank you!

I was diagnosed with sepsis shock last summer; my organs were failing one by one 
and my children were told that I could die, but my Jesus didn’t allow me to go 

prematurely. I remember the bishops and pastors who visited telling me I was going 
to be fine. Bishop Angelo left me a tallit and I used it as a point of contact for my 
healing.
I was on a respirator for about 3 days and developed a fever of 115° which should 
have killed me. The doctors took me off the respirator telling my children that I was 
on my own. The bishops, pastors and assistants rebuked my diagnosis like Peter did 
for Simon’s mother and I overcame the fever and other diagnosis. With the grace 
of Jesus Christ, I started to breathe on my own. The doctors said I had a kidney and 
liver disease and would be on dialysis for the rest of my 
life. My daughter declared in faith that I’d be 
on dialysis for 3 days…and it was so! I spent 38 
days in ICU and 34 days in a rehab facility.

The doctors reran the tests I had in the hospital 
and they were amazed. They can’t understand 
why or how my kidneys and liver are 
functioning well and are healed. The kidney 
specialist looked so shocked that I said, “God 
is good isn’t he?” He replied, “Yes and so is 
your Church.” Amen! TTOR serves a true and 
living God. I love Him so much! Today, I’m a 
living testimony. All the glory goes to God!!!

All my life, I was a faithful Catholic. My children’s lives were great and we 
lived a good life. Two years ago, my son’s life began to deteriorate and I 

could not understand what was happening. He was incarcerated and was facing up 
to 12 years in prison. The bond was $100,000, which I didn’t have. He was also 
facing deportation. I felt like my life was going down the drain. I found a lawyer, 
but he wanted $29,000 to represent my son, which I also didn’t have, so the court 
appointed a lawyer. My cousin invited me to the Creole Service at the Temple of 

Restoration Snyder and said that God was able to set my son 
free and give us peace.

 Although I was discouraged and hopeless, I gave 
it a try and attended the service one Saturday 
morning. After the strong prayer, I felt better. 
I continued to attend the service every week. 
I made a vow to God and told Him if my son 
was released from prison, I would give my life 
to Him. After I gave my life to Jesus, I was 
evicted. My daughter in law, my grand children 

and I were staying at a hotel for seven months; 
but I stood on the Word of God. I trusted Him and 

sowed seeds every week at TTOR.
To God be the glory, not only did the Lord Jesus 

Christ set my son free, he was released three days after   
I moved into my new home. He did not spend twelve years in prison and wasn’t 
deported and we didn’t have to pay a bond or lawyer. God restored my son’s life 
and brought joy into my family. All glory belongs to Him in Jesus name.

Before coming to The Temple of Restoration, things weren’t going well for 
me. I was blocked in different areas of my life, especially my finances and 

education. I had an accident 5 years ago and was entitled to a settlement, but the 
center I went to for physical therapy closed down. As a result, there wasn’t any 
record or evidence that I had incurred injuries from an accident. Frustrated, I hired 
lawyers; but the case still seemed impossible. Leading me to give up. 

I was invited to TTOR and attended the Night of Success Financial Service. Then 
my lawyers informed me that my case was going to trial. I said to myself, no matter 
what I get in this settlement I will sow 10% to God. 
Through perseverance and the teaching 
I received from the Night of Success, I started to 
apply the word in my life, believing that God 
was going to make a way for me. We came 
to a quick settlement and I was rewarded a 
substantial amount from which I honored 
God. I brought the check to the church and 
the next day I got a raise at work! I used to 
work seven days a week and couldn’t attend 
Sunday services because I always had to 
leave in the middle. I decided to take Sundays 
off, knowing that I wouldn’t get paid for it; but 
that was something I was willing to do to be in the 
House of the Lord. Today, I have Sundays off and earn 
more money. To God be the glory. 

Also, I applied to college for over 4 years; every time I thought that I would get 
accepted, a denial letter came in the mail. I spoke with the pastor and he told me 
what to do. I did a Friday link of prayer and came to the Night of Glory believing 
that God would make a way for me. After years of rejection letters, two months 
ago, I received a letter from the college of my choice and I will be starting school 
January 2017. To God be the glory. I want to thank the bishops, pastors, assistants 
and all those who encouraged me to fight and keep the faith. God has truly been 
good to me since joining TTOR.

I have been unemployed for the past two years. I applied for a job 2 years ago but I 
didn’t get hired.

I applied to every HR 
position I saw but the one I really wanted said I was overqualified. I applied every 

time it came up believing God would open that door for me. I participated in multiple 
links of prayer, seeking the face of God through serving and worshipping him more 
and more. I tithed, sowed and prayed my way through unemployment until July 
2016 when my application for my desired position was selected and I was given an 
interview. THIS NEVER HAPPENED BEFORE.I faced so much opposition before 
the interview; my phone started to go crazy and I missed messages to push back the 
interview. Through it all, I rebuked Satan, praised God and declared that the position 
was already mine. Before the interview as the phone rang, I prayed for the Lord to be 
my mouthpiece and the interview was seamless.

I have been employed at my job for just 3 months and have been blessed with my 
own office. My first evaluation was rated excellent overall and I have been chosen to 
be awarded. Thank God for pouring out His spirit of excellence over my life.
Friends, God is so real and when you align yourself with God spiritually, everything 
else will fall into place according to His will. I’ve learned that stress is not my 
portion; I choose the joy of the Lord and I am who God says I am!



I am writing this testimony to give God thanks in the name of Jesus. I know I serve 
a God of miracles. My daughter has been married for 20 years and she has been 

praying and asking God to grant her a child. Both she and her husband kept praying 
and I as a mother, continued to intercede for my daughter. 

She went to many doctors but nothing happened. My daughter and her husband 
began to consider adoption, but they continued to pray and believed God for a 
miracle. When the pastor instructed us to plant a seed along with a prayer request 
to take to Israel, I wrote a prayer request for her asking God to place a baby in 
her womb. I did not give up. I kept thanking and praising God for the baby on my 
daughters behalf.

“Then the king said to 
Araunah, ‘No, but I will surely buy it 
from you for a price; nor will I offer 
burnt offerings to the Lord my God 
with that which costs me nothing,’ ”2 
Samuel 24:24. King David knew that 
if he wanted Heaven’s best, he had to 
offer his best. Verse 25 tells us, “And 
David built there an altar to the Lord, 
and offered burnt offerings and peace 
offerings. So the Lord heeded the 
prayers for the land, and the plague 
was withdrawn from Israel.”

It was only after David paid the full 
price that the Lord answered his 
prayer and stopped the plague. 
So in this New Year, “The Year of 
Restoration”, we who desire to have 
a five star harvest must decide to 
offer five star services to the Lord – in 
our prayer, praise, worship, devotion, 
dedication, faithfulness, giving, love, 
etc. Let us not rob ourselves of a five 
star harvest when it’s in our power to 
do so.
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To God be the Glory for the great things He has done. I applied for the structure 
maintainer position at the company I am employed at since April 2014 and was 

called to do a practical test in October 2014. I passed the test and was placed on a 
waiting list. On January 2, 2015, I was called to take a drug test. While waiting on 
my drug test result, I had to fill out a 21 page application. A few days later, I received 
a phone call that there was no job available at that time. I spoke to the Pastor and was 
told not to worry because God would make a job available for me. 

On January 28, 2016, I was called back again to take another drug test but a few 
weeks after I got another phone call informing me that 
my name was off the waiting list. I had to fax 
a letter to my employers stating 
I wanted my name to be restored to the waiting 
list. On July 8, 2016 I was called to do another 
drug test and a medical exam. I was placed 
on medical hold because I had protein in my 
urine and had to be given a clearance letter 
stating that I could work. When I took the 
letter from my doctor to my employer I was 
told that the job was not available.

While waiting to be called I started to plant 
seeds, give offerings, fast and pray that God 
would make a way for me. The pastor told me 
to continue praying and believing in God.
Again I received another phone call stating that my name was off the list, and I 
would have to go to the office to have my name restored to the list. On September 
21, 2016, I was called to do another drug test. I spoke with the pastor and she told 
me that “this is the final stage because the job is mine”. I returned to do another 
medical exam and when I arrived I did not have to do the medical exam, I was hired 
immediately after the interview. I started my new job on my birthday which was 
October 17th, 2016. I also received my permanent green card in July. Thank you 
pastors and assistants for your prayers and encouragement. Nothing is impossible 
with God when you have faith in Him.

Ephesians 6:10-18 (NLT)

A final word: Be strong in the Lord and in 
his mighty power. Put on all of God’s armor so 

that you will be able to stand firm against all strategies 
of the devil. For we are not fighting against flesh-and-

blood enemies, but against evil rulers and authorities of the 
unseen world, against mighty powers in this dark world, and 

against evil spirits in the heavenly places.

Therefore, put on every piece of God’s armor so you will be 
able to resist the enemy in the time of evil. Then after the 
battle you will still be standing firm. Stand your ground, 
putting on the belt of truth and the body armor of God’s 

righteousness. For shoes, put on the peace that 
comes from the Good News so that you will 

be fully prepared.
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In addition to all of these, 
hold up the shield of faith to

stop the fiery arrows of the devil. Put on salvation 
as your helmet, and take the sword of the Spirit, which 
is the word of God. Pray in the Spirit at all times and on 

every occasion. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for 
all believers everywhere.
