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To exalt means to rise to a higher level 
in rank, honor, power, character, or 

quality. By the grace of God, we have ended 
one year and are entering into a new year. 
For sure, all of us are aware of what the old 
year was like. However, none of us know 
what the New Year will be like, except for 
the hope we are carrying within us: that 
it will be the best year ever for those of us 
who believe the Word and the promises of 
God!
The good news is that God knows the end 
from the beginning. He knows what every 
second of this New Year will be like and He 
desires to hold our hand if we will allow 
Him and to guide us as a faithful, loving 
father would lead his children. The children 
of Israel had wandered in the wilderness 
for forty years and the generation that 
came out of Egypt had all died (except for 
Joshua and Caleb). The new generation 
now stood at the threshold of the Promised 
Land, ready to enter and take possession 

of the land. This new generation had seen 
how the “Exodus Generation” suffered the 
consequences for their unbelief, refusing 
to trust in the God that had brought them 
out of the land of bondage. The Exodus 
Generation had broken the covenant 
they entered into with God through their 
refusal to trust God and take possession 
of the Promised Land. God through His 
servant Moses was preparing the new 
generation to restore the covenant that 
the Exodus Generation had broken. In 
the scripture cited above, the nation of 
Israel was reminded of God’s calling on 
their life, which was to represent Him and 
demonstrate His greatness to the nations 
surrounding them. God promised to exalt 
them and set them high above all other 
nations of the earth, if they would keep 
their end of the covenant. Likewise, it is 
very important that the Restoration Family 
understand God’s calling upon our lives 
in this New Year. I believe God’s calling 

“Now it shall be, if you diligently listen to and obey the voice of the LORD your God, being careful 
to do all of His commandments which I am commanding you today, the LORD your God will set 
you high above all the nations of the earth. All these blessing will come upon you and overtake 
you if you pay attention to the voice of the LORD your God. You will be blessed in the city, and 
you will be blessed in the field. The offspring of your body and the produce of your ground and

come in and you will be blessed when you go out.” Deuteronomy 28:1-6



upon us is to represent Him like we’ve 
never done before, to demonstrate His 
power, love, and faithfulness throughout 
the year. And as we commit ourselves 
to do so, the LORD will do exceedingly, 
more abundantly, above and beyond our 
expectations. There will be no frustration 
of His plan for our lives!
The children of Israel were very excited to 
come out of Egypt with a promise to have 
their own land, but because they lost focus 
of God’s Word and instructions, unbelief 
and rebellion took over their hearts and 
minds and their eleven day journey 
turned out to be a forty year journey, full 
of frustration and wandering around and 
around the same wilderness. All of us are 
very excited to see the New Year because 
a New Year communicates hope for new 
opportunities, but we must remain focused 
and make sure that we cultivate the right 
mindset for our journey in this New Year. 
A wrong mindset robbed the Exodus 
Generation of the pleasure of entering into 
the Promised Land with their descendants. 
They had a negative mindset; they were 
ungrateful, fearful, idolatrous, and whiny.
As we begin this new year of Exaltation, 
we must adopt God’s thoughts as our own: 
“‘For I know the plans and thoughts that 
I have for you,’ says the LORD, ‘plans for 
peace and well-being and not for disaster 
to give you a future and a hope,’” Jeremiah 
29:11. Let’s not lose focus during this New 
Year. Let us purpose in our heart that we 
are going to cooperate with God so He can 
exalt us just as He has promised to do.
When Joshua took leadership of ancient 
Israel, God said to him, “This day I will 
begin to magnify and exalt you in the sight 
of all Israel, so that they may know that 
just as I was with Moses, I will [also] be 
with you,” Joshua 3:7.
Because Joshua kept his focus and 
remained loyal and faithful to God all his 
days of service to God in the promised 

land, the Bible says: “On that day the 
LORD magnified and exalted Joshua in the 
sight of all Israel; so they feared him [with 
profound awe and reverence], just as they 
had feared Moses all the days of his life,” 
Joshua 4:14.
I declare and decree that this is the year 
that everyone will stand in awe of you in 
Jesus’ name!!! The Bible says that God has 
the power to exalt his faithful ones and you 
are numbered among the faithful chosen. 
“Both riches and honor come from You, 
and You rule over all.

Psalm 33:18. “He does not withdraw His 
eyes from the righteous [those in right 
standing with Him]; but with kings upon 
the throne He has seated them forever, 
and they are exalted,” Job 36:7. When the 
Apostle Paul wrote about Jesus in the book 
of Philippians, he said: “For this reason 
also [because He obeyed and so completely 
humbled Himself], God has highly exalted 
Him and bestowed on Him the name 
which is above every name…,” Philippians 
2:9. Restoration family and friends, let 
us exalt God and make His glory known 
in this New Year and He will exalt us for 
His glory!!! “For You are the LORD Most 
High over all the earth; You are exalted far 
above all gods,” Psalm 97:9.

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When things in our life aren’t prioritized, confusion is bound to 
happen. An unorganized person who lacks priorities in life is a very 
overwhelmed, frustrated, and often a bitter person. This is of no 
surprise, being that when we are not prioritizing what is important, our 

schedules are all over the place and we find ourselves everywhere, but getting nowhere.

I have lost count of how many times I tell people, women in general, that we are to 
prioritize what is important in life in order to live a day-to-day life free of unnecessary 
frustration that can easily lead to bitterness. In the book of Haggai, we see God speaking, 
better yet, rebuking the people of Judah. The LORD speaks through the prophet Haggai 
to Zerubbabel, the governor of Judah, and He rebukes the people for lack of balance. 
They had gotten all their priorities mixed up. They were busy living their lives and 
building up houses for themselves all the while the house of the LORD was abandoned 
and left as if not important.

Balance was lacking and so was the love and honor. You see when we don’t prioritize 
things in life and live accordingly, we tend to lose love and respect toward what should 
be prioritized. People feel it whether they let you know it or not. For example, if you’re 
a married woman and you don’t prioritize your marriage, your husband will feel it. If 
your friends come before your family, your family will feel it. I know grown women 
who still carry bitterness towards their mother because their mother always put her 
own sentimental (not marriage) and social life ahead of her children. Yes, she provided 
for her children (financially); however, too often, she lacked giving her children the 
attention and love they needed. It’s all about prioritizing our life.

When we prioritize God, for example, we give Him full control of our life and when we 
do this, He does whatever He needs to do in and through us! Setting priorities is a must 
in order to live a fulfilled, happy life. Stop and analyze your life. Are you happy? Are 
you well? Do you have a sense of accomplishment? If not, maybe, just maybe, there are 
things out of order that need to be put in order.





In January 2015, I was involved in an accident and had to be cut out of the car. 
As a result, I had a case pending that was just lingering. Every time I asked 

my lawyer about the case and why it was taking so long, she said that she was 
fighting with the insurance company. They wanted to see broken bones and 
surgeries to prove that I was really hurt!

We had a link of prayer at The Temple of Restoration called Seven Mondays 
of Justice. I came faithfully to those services and cried out to God for justice 
and favor in my case. On one of the seven Mondays, we were challenged by 
the pastor to sow a seed believing God for victory. I sowed gladly and two days 
later, the lawyer called and said the insurance company wanted to settle my 
case! However, when I went to her office, the figure that she told me was not 
what I believed for, so I told my lawyer to ask for a larger amount because I 
serve a BIGGER God! She said she would try but couldn’t make any promises.

About one week later, she called again and said, “I don’t know how this 
happened, but the other party agreed to pay what you are asking.” Glory to 
God!!! I refused to sign for something I knew wasn’t from my God. I thank the 
Bishops and pastors of TTOR for teaching us how to stand on God’s word and 
believe that He wants to give us the best.
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Let me begin by giving praise and thanks to the true and living God, Jehovah 
for he has truly lived up to his name, Jehovah Rapha, for he has become my 

Healer. For, it was about 10-15 years, that I was suffering with Acid Reflux. I was 
unable to eat almost every food item without feeling quite nauseous, I would get 
so sick, that I was afraid to eat. Things got so bad with my health, that when I ate 
certain foods, I would spend days recovering from being sick with dizziness and 
headaches that I just could not tolerate. My blood pressure became so high that I 
had to take medication to regulate it, although I had reduced my salt intake.

I would attend family get-togethers and I could not eat any food that was prepared 
or even go to a restaurant, I could not partake in eating most foods off the menu.
But thanks to Jesus, I attended a church service at The Temple of Restoration in 
April 2017. It was the week of Resurrection, I heard Bishop Anthony preaching 
on “Can two walk together unless they agree?”, that was the message that 
transformed me, in that message he said, “Whoever you agree with controls you”.
So, I went home from that Sunday church service and started to agree with 
God, and began eating everything that, I could not have eaten before. I mean 
everything; including fruits, nuts, beans, peanut butter, vegetables, etc. 

It has been seven months since I have taken this stance. God has healed me from 
that day to present time. I no longer take blood pressure medication and I can 
attend family get-togethers and go to restaurants and indulge in any food items 
that I want from off the menu. All praise and glory belong to Jesus Christ.
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My happy bubble burst on my 50th birthday. My world fell apart due to 
unfaithfulness in my marriage. I was living in a dream world believing my 

life was perfect. I was a Methodist and knew of Jesus as a loving Father.
In my hurt, pain and humiliation, I cried out, “ Lord, what do you want me 
to do? Where should I go in this wide world?” The Lord sent an angel in the 
form of my cousin, whom I had not seen in over 2 years. She invited me to The 
Temple of Restoration (Queens). In the meantime, I had filed for divorce.

Coming to TTOR, my eyes began to open to a different level of faith. I learnt 
about the enemy and how perceptive he is, a destroyer. I was taught how to 
stand and fight believing God to provide me with a better life and a brand new 
man, since the one in my life chose his path. My husband came to church, more 
to appease me than to make our marriage work, but he still practiced his Hindu 
religion. We heard the sermons, receive prayers and counseling, but the divorce 
papers were still on the table.

Right before we were about to finalize the divorce papers, the miracle took 
place. God did not provide me with another man; He turned my marriage into 
a blessing and changed my husband into a loving, caring, faithful man. He no 
longer practices Hinduism and comes to church faithfully and participates. 

I thank God, Bishop Angelo, the pastors and servants, for their unconditional 
love, care, and never-ending fight for God’s people. At TTOR, I was also taught 
about tithing and honoring God with my possessions. Today, my marriage has 
been restored, my faith is built up and I’m financially blessed. To God be the 
glory!



Early this year, Bishop Angelo was going on a mission trip and asked us to 
write down what we would like God to do for us, so I did. I asked God to help 

me pass my final exams in nursing school with one shot and I did, to help me pass 
my NCLEX exam on the first try and I did, to give me a good paying job with 
benefits and he did. The first job was not the one but just a learning experience.
I had applied for another job at the same time and I’m now hired with full benefits 
and a much better salary. I had also asked God to grant my father his visa after 
being turned down twice and he got the visa and spent the entire summer here.
I asked God for a car and my husband bought me a new Toyota Highlander.

My husband sold his two family home and I told him God would help him to buy 
a four family house. He said I was crazy because he already owned a four family, 
but to God be the glory he is closing on a three family house. I asked God for 
more peace and happiness and I couldn’t be more happy and content. I paid my 
tithes and sacrificed with whatever I was blessed with when I was going to school 
and not working and God is now honoring me. Praise be to God!

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Before coming to the Temple of Restoration, I had major problems in my 
marriage, with the law, drinking and just life itself. There were days when I 

wondered if I was ever going to make it.
For nine years, my now ex-wife and I were always fighting. If it wasn’t my 
marriage, it was my car. Once, I was driving and the car overturned. Everyone 
wondered how I walked away from it. It was God’s grace. I went from family 
court, to divorce court and criminal court. Once I was in court eight times in one 
month. I wasn’t allowed to see my daughter for seven months, but the court turned 
that around. I wore an ankle monitor for six months, since they feared I would flee 
the country. Bishop Angelo prayed for me and 30 days later, the judge favored me 
and it was removed. This was when I knew that God was working in my life and 
things were going to get better.

I left my home with just the clothes on my back and walked away from my bank 
account for piece of mind. I owed the IRS $16,000 and state $10,000. After prayer, 
fasting, doing links of prayers and seeking help and guidance from the Bishop and 
pastors, the IRS went down to $7,000 and the state to $1,300. I also had bills that 
amounted to over $45,000 and now they’re 8,000. At work, promotions continue 
to come and I was the October employee of the month. I’m also being honored by 
the state for saving someone’s life at work. 

Looking back, God has been good to me and is restoring everything. I know all 
these great things are happening because of my faith in God, my praying mother 
and family, and my church that’s committed to my success and purpose. Today, 
the bitterness, anger and hate are all gone and I’m walking in my freedom. 
Today, I can say that I’m free. To God be the glory and THINGS ARE REALLY 
BETTER FOR ME.
