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WELCOME TO 2019,
THE YEAR OF JOSEPH!

I am so excited about this year because 
by faith, I believe this is the year that God 
is going to cause the dream of His faithful 
people to become a reality. This is the 
year that we are going to see many rising 
from the bottom to the top, from the pit 
to the palace! As we are entering into this 
prophetic year of Joseph, we must not 
enter it carelessly. We must be ready to 
take the necessary steps/actions in order 
to hasten the manifestation of God’s 
power, so that our dreams can come into 
fruition.

As I study the story of Joseph in the 
Bible, I see so many characteristics in 
Joseph that help me see and understand 
the reasons why he was favored with God 
and men. “When a man’s ways please the 
LORD, He makes even his enemies to be 

at peace with him” Proverbs 16:7.
I want to point out five characteristics 
that I believe will help empower and 
enlighten us as we navigate through 
this New Year to fulfill our God-given 
assignment and see the materialization of 
our dreams.

1ST: JOSEPH WAS NOT A       
FOLLOWER

“These are the generations of Jacob. 
Joseph, when he was seventeen years 
old, was shepherding the flock with 
his brothers [Dan, Naphtali, Gad, 
and Asher]; the boy was with the sons 
of Bilhah and Zilpah, his father’s 
[secondary] wives; and Joseph brought 
back a bad report about them to their 
father.” – Genesis 37:2

Being the younger brother out in the 
fields with his older brothers, I am sure

there was a great deal of pressure on 
him to behave like his older brothers, 
but instead, he decided to do what 
was right and kept himself from being 
corrupted by his older brothers’ ways. 
One of the biggest problems that many 
people face today is peer pressure. Many 
have failed to fulfill their purpose and 
have buried their own dreams in order 
to be like others and gain other people’s 
approvals. They are constantly squeezing 
themselves to fit into the molds of 
people’s expectations of them. Until 
we understand that we, like everyone 
else, have a life to live and a purpose 
to fulfill, we run a risk of only living 
to please people at the expense of our 
own purpose! Not only did Joseph not 
partake in his brothers’ wrong doing, 
but he also reported them to his father. 
“Do not participate in the worthless 
and unproductive deeds of darkness, but 
instead expose them [by exemplifying 
personal integrity, moral courage, and 
godly character]…” Ephesians 5:11. 
Those who believe in God and in what 
God has deposited in them will not give 
in to peer pressure but rather will resist it 
for the sake of their purpose and dream.
Decide that in this year of Joseph, you 
will be a leader and not a follower!

2ND: JOSEPH WAS A VISIONARY

“He said to them, ‘Please listen to [the 
details of] this dream which I have 
dreamed; we [brothers] were binding 
sheaves [of grain stalks] in the field, 
and lo, my sheaf [suddenly] got up and 
stood upright and remained standing; 

and behold, your heaves stood all around 
my sheaf and bowed down [in respect]’ 
”Genesis 37:6-7.
The Bible tells us that without vision, 
the people perish (Proverbs 29:18). 
A visionary doesn’t allow his past, his 
present condition, or people’s conception 
of him to stop him from dreaming about 
a better tomorrow. There are many 
people living a visionless life because 
of their past failure and/or what they’ve 
heard others say about them. Not only 
does the Bible encourage us to have 
visions/dreams, but it also encourages us 
to write them down! Why? So that we 
can read it and be motivated to fight for 
it to become a reality! “Then the LORD 
answered me and said, ‘Write the vision 
and engrave it plainly on [clay] tablets 
so that the one who reads it will run’ ” 
Habakkuk 2:2.
Always remember: If you don’t dream 
for yourself, others will dream for you!

   3RD: JOSEPH BELIEVED

Not only did Joseph have a dream, but 
he believed his dream. It is not enough 
to simply dream, but you must believe 
your dream wholeheartedly. We know 
Joseph believed his dream because after 
sharing his dream with his brothers, they 
hated him for it. “His brothers said to 
him, ‘Are you actually going to reign 
over us? Are you really going to rule 
and govern us as your subjects?’ So they 
hated him even more for [telling them 
about] his dreams and for his [arrogant] 
words” Genesis 37:8. Nevertheless, this 
did not stop Joseph from dreaming. One 



would think that after such a reaction 
from his brothers, Joseph would give up 
dreaming or at least slow it down a bit or 
even not want anything else to do with 
dreams ever again, but when you believe, 
you just cannot give up on your dreams 
so easily. Giving up on our dreams is a 
sign that we never believed in them in 
the first place. The Bible tells us that 
Joseph dreamed yet again… “But Joseph 
dreamed still another dream, and told it 
to his brothers [as well]. He said, ‘See 
here, I have again dreamed a dream, 
and lo, [this time I saw] eleven stars and 
the sun and the moon bowed down [in 
respect] to me!’ ” Genesis 37:9.
Joseph’s brothers hated him because they 
didn’t believe his dreams. But remember: 
It wasn’t their dream. It was Joseph’s 
dream, and therefore, it was Joseph’s 
responsibility to believe his own dream. 
Don’t get discouraged if others don’t 
believe your dream. What matters is that 
YOU BELIEVE it!

4TH: JOSEPH ENDURED

Every dream requires a certain amount 
of endurance, while we believe for it 
to come to pass! From the moment 
Joseph started to dream, the enemy did 
everything possible to try to get Joseph 
to abort his dream. It was one attack 
right after another. It began with his 
own brothers who hated him so much 
that they threw him down a pit planning 
to leave him there to die, then quickly 
changed their minds and sold him into 
slavery to the Ishmaelite traders who 
were passing through the area. Following 
this, Joseph suffered imprisonment 

under false accusations made by his 
master’s wife. He was then completely 
forgotten by those whom he helped and 
who had promised to help get him out 
of prison. Nevertheless, Joseph endured 
all these things patiently, believing that 
the God of his dreams would vindicate 
him at the right time. Like Joseph, we 
must ask God for this virtue called 
endurance (patience) in this prophetic 
year of Joseph so that we too can endure 
whatever we need to endure as we 
believe for the materialization of our 
dreams. “But the one who endures and 
bears up [under suffering] to the end will 
be saved” Matthew 24:13.

    5TH: JOSEPH FORGAVE

Forgiveness is the key ingredient in the 
recipe for success. “If I regard sin and 
baseness in my heart [that is, if I know 
it is there and do nothing about it], 
the LORD will not hear [me]” Psalm 
66:18. Once the enemy knows you are 
a visionary, he will do everything he 
can to try to stop you. One of the things 
he uses is grudges and unforgiveness, 
because he knows the damaging effects 
of these sentiments. There are so many 
people who have no energy to focus 
on their dreams because unforgiveness 
and grudges have totally drained them 
of the energy they possessed. If there is 
one person who had every right to be 
hateful, revengeful, offensive and bitter, 
it was Joseph. Nevertheless, through it 
all, Joseph maintained his heart clean 
before God and men. Whatever you 
do in this year of Joseph, don’t allow 
unforgiveness to find room in your 
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heart. Remember, you are on a mission like 
Joseph was. “But Joseph said to them, ‘Do 
not be afraid, for am I in the place of God? 
[Vengeance is His, not mine.] As for you, 
you meant evil against me, but God meant it 
for good in order to bring about his present 
outcome, that many people would be kept 
alive [as they are this day]. So now, do not 
be afraid; I will provide for you and support 
you and your little ones.’ So he comforted 
them [giving them encouragement and hope] 
and spoke [with kindness] to their hearts” 
Genesis 50:19-21.

As we journey through the year of Joseph, 
let’s seek these virtues/characteristics being 
confident that the God Who was with Joseph 
is with us and working in us for His good 
pleasure. “For it is [not your strength, 
but it is] God who is effectively at work 
in you, both to will and to work [that is, 
strengthening, energizing, and creating in 
you the longing and the ability to fulfill your 
purpose] for His good pleasure” Philippians 
2:13.
 

“Then Pharaoh said to Joseph, ‘See, I have 
set you [in charge] over all the land of 
Egypt.’ Then Pharaoh took off his signet ring 
from his hand and put it on Joseph’s hand, 
and dressed him in [official] vestments of fine 
linen and put a gold chain around his neck. 
He had him ride in his second chariot; and 
runners proclaimed before him, ‘[Attention,] 
bow the knee!’ And he set him over all the 
land of Egypt. Moreover, Pharaoh said 
to Joseph, ‘Though I am Pharaoh, yet 
without your permission shall no man raise 
his hand [to do anything] or set his foot 
[to go anywhere] in all the land of Egypt 
[all classes of people shall submit to your 
authority]’ ” Genesis 41:41-44.

THE GOD OF JOSEPH IS OUR GOD!
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“I love those who love me;
and those who seek me early 
and diligently will find me.”
-Proverbs 8:17 (AMP)

What an awesome feeling it is when 
an early riser goes before the 

LORD to just spend time in prayer and 
in His Word! God really speaks and His 
peace fills our hearts and minds. 

There are many benefits for the early 
riser! When a woman or man gives the 
LORD the tithe of their day (first hours 
of their day), God blesses the rest of the 
day. I can testify to this and so can many 
early risers! Beginning our day in God’s 
presence and getting His Word in us and 
asking Him to guide us and direct our 
day, makes our day all the better. When 
we get into the habit of doing this, God 

leads us in the right direction, toward 
the right people, and causes favor to rest 
on us.

It does wonders to our mind and our 
attitude as well. Early risers give the 
LORD room to work in their hearts and 
minds by seeking Him first. To seek God 
early and diligently is to set our mind 
and heart to hear from Him and do what 
He’s asking us to do.

In 2016, I started working at a supermarket and my 
shift was at midnight. I kept praying, believing and 

sowing seeds, asking God to change my situation. I had to 
work on Sundays, but I never let it deterred me from attending the 7:30am service. 
My hours decreased several times, but I continued to tithe and trust God.

When the month of sacrifice came, I took my envelope not knowing where the 
money was coming from; however, I kept on praying. Each week there was a 
different time for prayer at church; it was a sacrifice, but I walked both ways 
because I didn’t have the train fare. The week of the 2am prayer, I kept asking God 
to show me where my sacrifice would come from. For six months, I wrote my rent 
checks but didn’t send them. One night at the altar, I heard a voice telling me to sow 
what I have at home and add one month to the 6 months’ rent to make it 7! I got 
scared for a moment but was obedient and on June 24th, I placed my sacrifice on 
the altar telling my Father, it was all or nothing! On June 29th, I lost my job: no job, 
no rent and two children to take care of. I kept the faith and never stopped attending 
the services.
A few months ago, bishop started a link of prayer with the bread and water. He said 
that we haven’t seen our best days and in my heart, I received it.

In October, I interviewed for an assistant teacher position at a private school. When 
I got there, there were 3 other ladies also waiting. I took out my anointed tither 
oil and anointed my hands and feet, not caring who saw it. Then I was called and 
shook the lady’s hand. She looked at me, asked if I wanted to visit a classroom, then 
escorted me there and left. I got so comfortable that I joined the class discussion not 
knowing that I was being observed. Then she expressed there was something about 
me that she couldn’t figure out. She said she wanted to hire me for another position, 
to be an overseer for the whole educational department. I started the same day!

God is so good. I applied for an assistant teacher position but instead He blessed me 
with the head position. This position requires a master’s degree that I don’t have, 
but she never asked. I have full benefits, a new apple macbook, 10 times the salary 
I used to work for, a monthly metro card, plus I’m home on weekends and nights 
with my children and I can attend my services in peace. When you trust God and 
have the right attitude, God will allow others to see the best in you. THROUGH 
GOD ALL THINGS ARE POSSIBLE. I thank Bishop Angelo and all those who 
kept me in prayer.

My family and I were looking for a new home. 
As we went through the whole process of 

applying for a mortgage there were several challenges. 
The mortgage 

company was asking for documents we 
couldn’t produce. I didn’t know how we 
were going to produce these documents 
but I stood on the word of God. I trusted 
and believed in God because He promised 
to bring me to this new land and I know 
God is not a man that He should lie.
I kept praying, trusting and believing 
on the word of God and He fulfilled His 
promise and blessed us with a new home.

Then I lost my job six weeks after but

through my real estate broker. She gave us half of her commission to help pay the 
mortgage until I got a new job. (Philippians 4:19) And my God shall supply all 
your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus. GOD is good.

I was diagnosed with leukemia at Kings County 
Hospital. My blood count was 4.5 and I was very 

close to a stroke and a heart attack, plus I needed a 
transfusion. I told God that I didn’t know why He chose me to 

go through this, but I’ll keep praising Him. The doctor said the cancer had gotten to 
fifty percent of my bones and they had to move aggressively! I did not accept that 

report because I am a child of God. 
He said in His word that by His 
stripes I am Healed. The bible says 
there is life and death in the power 
of the tongue. 

 I was in the hospital and during 
the second round of chemotherapy,  
I developed a blood infection, 
a very high fever and my blood 
pressure dropped considerably. I 

was transferred to the ICU where I was unable to walk, wore diapers, had a machine 
giving me oxygen and was hooked up to monitors for my heart. I was dying! 

I spent four days in the ICU and was released back to my room. A nurse from the 
ICU came to visit me and told me that my blood count was 0.1. She said that only the 
fluids were keeping me alive. I told her, it was my God who was keeping me alive 
and well!

Today, I can boldly confess that through the precious blood of Jesus, I am healed.
I am thankful for all of the teachings I have received over the thirteen years at TTOR 
that made me able to fight the battle. I thank God for using Bishop Angelo to start a 
very powerful ministry, and to the pastors and servants who came to my bedside to 
pray for me. I give God all the praise and the glory. This testimony is because of the 
God I serve. Thank You Lord!

I want to thank God for everything that He has done 
for me and my children. In 2011, a co-worker 

invited me to The Temple of Restoration and I liked what I 
received.

The landlord turned to me and said, “I am not going to rent you this house, I 
will sell it to you.” I explained that my credit was not up to par to buy a house. 
However, he insisted. He said, “you look like a Christian” and I said yes! God 
worked on my behalf because he smiled and responded, “I’m going to make 
sure that you get your home.” I had to meet him at his office which turned out 
to be a mortgage company. I had all the documents he asked me to bring, I was 
approved that evening.

I received final approval at the end of the fourth week and closed on the house. 
God has done a great miracle for me and my family. I give Him all the glory and 
honor. Thank you TTOR family.



Several months ago, I prayed about purchasing my 
own home and started looking; although, I did not 

have a stellar credit score. In September, I got a call from my 
credit union and was asked if I wanted to buy a home.

She referred me to a realtor. I applied for the mortgage and was approved for more 
than I thought. When I found a home I liked, my Pastor and I prayed about it. This 
home was modest because I didn’t think I could get what I really wanted. He sent me 
a package with items to use as a point of faith including a small brick. I asked God 
to make it happen only if it was the home for me. At midnight, I went and prayed 
in front of the house and cast the brick. The seller never responded and although 
disappointed, I reminded myself of my prayer. As I prayed, I was led to go back to the 
home and retrieve the brick.

Also, I locked in at a rate of 
someone who had a perfect credit score. I still had six months left on my lease, but 
the apartment manager found someone to rent my apartment and said I would get my 
deposit back and would not be penalized for breaking my lease.

When God does it, He gives you the best! I always do my part to place God first and 
achieve a closer relationship with Him constantly: praying in the night, reading my 
Bible and fasting regularly. I tithe faithfully. God honors faith and sacrifice! Although 
I now live in Florida, I thank God for using others to lead me to TTOR in July 2015 
when I was living in a room with my son. How thankful I am for TTOR family and 
the way they continuously sacrifice their all. To God be the Glory always!!!



God has done exceedingly more for me this year than 
I could ever imagined. After waiting seventeen years 

for my green card, God moved on my behalf even when others 
thought it was impossible. I had to travel out of the United States for my interview.
I had spoken with different lawyers that told me I would not succeed, but God 
moved on my behalf by providing attorney fees.

I left the United States standing on Jeremiah 29:11. There were times I thought 
of giving up, but the teaching and encouragement I received from Bishop Angelo 
and my pastor kept me pressing on. I continued praying, fasting, sowing seeds 
and tithing faithfully. Glory be to God! I returned to New York within three weeks 
as a GREEN CARD holder and my God doubled my blessing by granting me 
the opportunity to begin my career as a Registered Nurse.

change the problems I’ve been having with my Property 
back home in Liberia. I was trying to lease it but I always

About a year ago, I got my breakthrough and God answered my prayers 
miraculously! The property is now successfully leased. If you are facing any 
difficult situation keep praying and believe, God will answer your prayer. Thanks be 
to God.

I presently live in 
California, but I still 

consider TTOR NY  and 
Trinidad my home. 

November 10th was my last shift at work;
I was getting ready for maternity leave because 
I was 7 months pregnant. At work that day, 
I was feeling pressure in my stomach. This 
normally happens when I’m having a busy day. 
I planned to rest after my 12-hour shift ended and 
get ready for my flight to New York where I planned 
on having the baby (because most of my family lives 
there). When I got home, I laid in bed, but I still continued to 
feel the pressure in my stomach. After about two hours, we decided to go to the 
emergency room. When I arrived, the doctor who checked me said, “What you are 
feeling are contractions. You are 8cm dilated. You came at the right time; the baby 
will be born soon.”

Our daughter was born weighing four pounds. She was rushed to the ICU and 
placed on a breathing machine. The doctor said she would be in the ICU for about 
two months. After 3 days, the doctor said she did not need the breathing machine 
anymore; she was breathing on her own. The only thing keeping her in the ICU 
was the feeding tube that she had. About one week after she was born, our daughter 
pulled out her feeding tube. The doctor said they were not going to put it back in. 
They wanted to see if she would be able to feed with a bottle on her own, which she 
did immediately without any complications. Just two weeks after her birth, she was 
home in our arms.

Her physiological progress superseded what both the doctors and nurses had 
expected. Our daughter is strong and healthy, without any medical problems.
We want to thank God for his favor. We were not able to come to NY, but we are 
truly blessed that our family was able to come to California.

No matter what you are facing, trust God; He will always make things work out for 
your good. I strongly believe that God has always worked things out for my good 
because I continue to follow the teachings I have learn at TTOR. I am thankful for 
our Bishops and pastors, especially the two pastors who continue to pray for us at 
this time.

If you want to enjoy your life while you 
live on this earth, you should always 
be willing to pay the price. Sow good 
seeds if you want a good harvest. Stop 
taking short cuts and be willing to go 
the full length. We see that King David 
knew the power of paying the full price. 
“Then the king said to Araunah, ‘No, 
but I will surely buy it from you for a 
price; nor will I offer burnt offerings to 
the Lord my God with that which costs 
me nothing,” 2 Samuel 24:24.

King David knew that if he wanted 
Heaven’s best, he had to offer his best. 
Verse 25 tells us, “And David built there 
an altar to the Lord, and offered burnt 
offerings and peace offerings. So the 
Lord heeded the prayers for the land, 
and the plague was withdrawn from 
Israel.”

It was after David paid the full price 
that the Lord answered his prayer and 
stopped the plague. So in this New Year, 
THE YEAR OF JOSEPH, we who 
desire to have a five-star harvest must 
decide to offer five-star services to the 
Lord—in our prayer, praise, worship, 
devotion, dedication, faithfulness, 
giving, love, etc. Let us not rob 
ourselves of a five-star harvest when it’s 
in our power to attain it.
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Thought the tithe will help support 
God’s work on earth, God’s 
purpose in instituting the tithe 

goes far deeper. It is intended as an 
acknowledgment on our part that God 
is owner of all we have plus everything 
else in the universe. To give the tithe 
without this recognition is to give 
without proper worship.

Man tempted to consider himself the 
owner of creation is rudely jolted to the 
truth of God’s sovereignty by the law 
of the tithe. If man were to select the 
proportion due to God, it would signify 
man’s authority over his possessions. 
But God’s assignment of ten percent as 
the minimum ratio due Him safeguards 
man from the presumptuous sin of 
claiming as his own the values so 
graciously loaned him by the owner, 
God. Tithe giving is one evidence of 
capitulation to God’s mastery. Right 
giving is part of right living. The living 
is wrong when the giving is not right. 

To make a good salary and then drop 
a quarter on the collection plate once a 
week is sacrilegious mockery. To make a 
good salary and place a dollar bill on the 
plate is just a tip to God. Many people 
move the decimal point one space too 
far—instead of giving one tenth, they 

give one-
tenth of a tenth. 
And anything less 
than ten percent is robbing God.

You can determine the quality of your 
offering by your spontaneity and 
devotion, but God has determined the 
quantity. Only when you give over the 
tithe do you really give. Little Nellie 
was given a brand new silver dollar. 
She asked her father to change it into 
dimes. “Why?” he asked. “So I can get 
the Lord’s part out of it, daddy.” When 
it was changed, she took one of the ten 
dimes and said, “There! I will keep that 
till Sunday.” When Sunday came, she 
went to church and dropped into the 
offering plate not one dime, but two 
dimes. “Why?” asked her father as he 
heard the second one jingle. “I thought 
you gave one-tenth to the Lord.” “No, 
daddy, I said one-tenth belongs to Him 
and I can’t give to the Lord what is 
already His, so if I give Him anything,
I must give Him some of what is mine.” 

Because of this principle—that a tithe 
belongs to God as an acknowledgement 
of His ownership and we aren’t really 
giving until after we have given the 
tithe—many churches list the offering in 
their Sunday morning order of service 



as “Tithes and Offerings.” One pastor 
used to call the ushers forward with this 
remark, “We will now receive His tithes 
and our offerings.”

One of the excuses offered by non-
tithers is, “I can’t afford to tithe. If I 
made more money, I could tithe.” Such 
reasoning is self-deceptive. When our 
income is low, we feel we can’t spare 

the tithe. But when our income is larger, 
we feel that a tithe is too much to give 
away. He who is not liberal with what 
he has fools himself when he thinks he 
would be liberal if he had more. What 
we would do with a lot is exactly what 
we do now with a little.

As Christians, we must be humble, yet 
wise. Do not settle for less than The 
Greatness Of God.

6. Always Sow What You Want to Reap
 “Remember this: Whoever sows 
sparingly will also reap sparingly, and 
whoever sows generously will also reap 
generously.” (2 Corinthians 9:6 NIV) 
“Sow your seed in the morning, and at 
evening let your hands not be idle, for 
you do not know which will succeed, 
whether this or that, or whether both 
will do equally well.” (Ecclesiastes 11:6 
NIV) “The kingdom of God is as if a man 
should scatter seed on the ground...” 
(Mark 4:26 NKJV) 

7. Be Persistant In Everything You Do
Do not stop. Do not give up. Be 
consistent in going to church, in 
praying, in giving your tithes & 
offerings, no matter what comes.
(Read Luke 18:1-8)

8. Let God Guide You
Do not succumb to the trials & 
tribulation of life. Disagree with satan. 
AGREE WITH GOD. (Isaiah 48:17-18)

9. Do Not Try To Accomplish Anything 
In A Sinful Way
Do not succumb to lying, adultery, 
scheming, evil thoughts, etc. “Rest in 
the Lord and wait patiently for Him.”
